How do I begin? 

Know your Network ID: Your Network ID is printed at the bottom of your fee receipt. It is your three initials, in 

all uppercase letters, followed by the last four digits of the number on your Lancer ID Card (or possibly the last 

four digits of your Social Security number). Your password is the 4-digit PIN that you used to register.

Course Description and Objectives 

Upon successful completion of the course, you will be able to: 

¶ Plan work flow and to organize business tasks in a productive manner 

¶ Develop strategies for managing and integrating files from different software in the Microsoft Office 

system. 

¶ Identify the most appropriate software to produce solutions and how to best utilize the functions of the 

various software  

¶ Copy and paste, and link and embed data between Word and Excel 

¶ Create a document in Word outline view and import into a PowerPoint document 

¶ Export an Access table, query, form or report to a Word document 

¶ Customize a publication or document using an Access database with the mail merge feature in Word 

and Publisher 

¶ Manipulate data using the filter and sort features in both Excel and Access 

¶ Copy and paste data, or create hyperlinks from one application to another
